Windows XP Tools Paths

Note: Accessing Control Panel in Windows XP could be done by using (Start > Setting > Control Panel) or (Start >Control Panel) depends on the windows XP style you are using (classic or the other one!)

1. To View Boot.ini file (to change the order of operating system in dual systems)

Start > Settings > Control Panel > System Applet > Advance Tab > Settings (under Start Up and Recovery Section)

2. To edit the Virtual Memory
Start > Settings > Control Panel > System Applet > Advanced Tab > Settings (under Performance Option Section) > Advanced Tab > click change under Virtual Memory

3. To check for RAM size in your system

Start > Settings > Control Panel > System Applet > General Tab (the information is displayed)

4. For Driver Signing Options

Start > Settings > Control Panel > System Applet > hardware Tab > Driver Singing under Drivers

5. To change options for Automatic Windows Update
Start > Settings > Control Panel > System Applet >  Automatic Update tab

6. To view the Display drivers in Windows XP:

Right click on Desktop > Properties > Settings > Advanced > Adapter > Properties > Driver

7. To change power schemes for laptops (to save power)

Right click on Desktop > Properties > Screen Savers > Monitor Power > Power > Power Schemes Tab

OR Control Panel > Power Options

8. To change screen Resolution 

Right click on Desktop > Properties > Settings Tab

9. For IP Address (dynamic or static)

Right Click My Network Places > Properties > Right Click your connection > Properties > Select TCP/IP > Properties

10. To enable Hibernation on laptop

Right click on Desktop > Properties > Screen Savers > Monitor Power > Power > Hibernate 

11. To enable/disable hardware drivers
Start > Settings > Control Panel > System Applet > hardware Tab > Devise Manager

12. To Create a System Restore
Start > help and Support

OR  Start > All Programs > Accessories > System Tools > System Restore

13. Under System Tools (Start > All Programs > Accessories > System Tools) you can do all of the followings:

a. Backup

b. Disk Defragmenter

c. System Restore

14. To check for the computer Bios Info/version and other important Hardware Resources (IQ, I/O, DMA,…etc)

Start > All Programs > Accessories > System Information
15. To view Hidden files in your system

From any open folder or from Windows Explorer Folder (or Right click Start > Explore) > Tools > Folder Options… >  View Tab > Select Show hidden files and folders option

16. To create an ASR (for Emergency system file restore)

Start > All Programs > Accessories > System Tools > Backup > Advanced Mode link > Automated System Recovery Wizard

17. To stop a non responding program (or to access Task Manager)

Ctrl + Alt + Del

OR Right click on Task bar > Task Manager

18. For Event View, Disk Defragmenter and Disk Manager
Right Click MyComputer Icon > Manage

19. To delete temporary internet files
Internet Explorer > Tools > Internet Options > General Tab > Delete

20. To start Troubleshoot system (Safe Mode…. Etc) F8
21. For SCSI system F6
22. Run Commands (Start > Run)
MSCONFIG (for startup options). 

REGEDT32 (for registry files). You still can use regedit
